4. Promote cross-sectoral policy that 

supports climate change mitigation and 

adaptation activities with a biodiversity 

conservation outcome and enhancement of 

ecosystems and their functions



Policy

CAP has seen a gap in biodiversity and ecosystems inputs 
from NGO sector into climate change policy in SA as 
well as gap in link of policy to on the ground work

Å UNFCCC process working with CI policy team, part of CAN NGO 
network (adaptation) and joint submissions with other NGOs + 
SANBI

Å In SA we have joined the NCCC working with SANBI on capacity 
building on REDD issues, platform to see some cross cutting issues. 

Å Adaptation forum network

Å National inputs into policy such as NCCRS

Å Joined SACAN working together, lobbying for policy to provide 
inputs from conservation perspective..

Å Partners such as WESSA and EWT work: on EIA -integration of 
climate change elements into development planning
