What is required to allow adaptation?

�‡Climate Change will alter the suitability of habitats for a �V�S�H�F�L�H�V�¶establishment,
growth, and reproduction;
�‡causing species distributions to change;
�‡and, therefore the need to be able to disperse reliably to new suitable areas.

Consequently, how readily available these new suitable areas area, could 

have a major effect on how well species persist as climate changes.

THEREFORE, to help build resilience in the landscape-
�‡Need to secure areas of high potential biodiversity value;
�‡Restoring the vegetation within these areas;
�‡Reconnecting these fragmented ecosystems;
�‡Protecting and managing these biodiversity CORRIDORS will be critical �±
enabling species to migrate to suitable new habitat areas as conditions change.
